A study of care staffsʼ supports in

The purpose of this study is to clarify the factors by 
which the care staffs support disabled persons living in 
the group home better, and to propose useful insights in 
practice. The data of support needs gathered by the 
ʻsurvey research design for gathering data individuallyʼ 
were analyzed in detail by the background of care staffs 
or disabled persons. Finally, it was clarified that if the 
disability level and type of disabled persons differ, not 
only the variation of care staffsʼ supports, but also the 
structure of the supports differs, and the experience as 
the care staff is important to grasp the support needs 
properly.
